Join us as we remember Mother Jones’ husband and children lost in the yellow fever epidemic 
of 1867 in Memphis, Tennessee, with the placement of a commemorative bench at the Union 
Miners Cemetery, Mt. Olive, Illinois, burial place of Mother Jones. The bench will be dedicated 
on May Day, May 1 at the Union Miners Cemetery during the Mt. Olive International Mother 
Jones Festival, 2022.

The Union Miners Cemetery Perpetual Care Association, the Illinois AFL-CIO, and the UMWA, 
Local 1613 of Mt. Olive ask unions and organizations committed to the preservation of labor 
history in America to support this initiative with donations. The names of donor organizations 
will be incised on the back panel of the bench.

The cost of the bench is $5400. 
The UMC is a 501c3 organization that maintains the 
Mother Jones Monument and the cemetery grounds. 
Any funds raised beyond the costs of the bench will 
be used for maintenance and repairs at the cemetery.
